
CCA announced state 
CSAP scores as the school 
opened for the 2008-2009 
school year. The Colorado 
Student Assessment     
Program (CSAP) is used to 
measure the academic 
standing of the state's   
public school students as 
well as to comply with the 
requirements of the federal 
No Child Left Behind Act 
of 2001. “Our 3rd through 
6th graders were clearly     
5-10 points ahead of the 
average state of Colorado 
students. We certainly still 
have work to do at the 
middle school level, but 
we’re within reach with 
focused effort,” stated 
David Fischer, Consultant 
to CCA. “In addition, CCA 
met all AYP requirements 
in all target areas required 
by law. This shows how 
hard our students worked 

and how much our parents 
supported their learning 
over the course of the 
school year.” The scores 
reflect a substantial      
improvement over the  
2006-2007 school year.

Teachers are now in the 
process of reviewing    
student performance     
indicators for individual 
achievement to help each 
student close any gaps they 
have in a particular area. 
Sondra Doolin, Principal, 
explained, “For example, if 

a student was proficient at 
grade level for math, the 
teacher is examining how 
to move the child to the 
next level, which is         
advanced. This will raise 
scores even higher in the 
spring.”
