- CCA student enrolment is at 108 fall enrolment.

* Families in the area have reported interest in Summer school this year, especially in the 5 scholarships that are available. We are going to allow out of district students, with a max of 20 students per teacher. Class times will be from 8am-noon, this year they have added walking field trips to local businesses. Summer school will be provided from June 13 to the 30th approx. We need to ensure that the checks are made payable to CCA and teachers and PERA are paid out appropriately. Perhaps they can be paid as an additional salary or hourly adjustment? Assuming we have enough students enrolled to be worth having class, the teachers have requested a minimum of 3 students per class to be worth the effort.

The parent volunteer will need sign a confidentiality agreement. Natalie will find a generic and send to Polly.
Chip C has been looking for federal grants that might provide computers for educational services.
