I. Call to order

2. Parent/Teacher Conferences/Book Fair/Silent Auction/Uniform Exchange (Oct. 5-6)   - Through the Book Fair the school is participating in “One for Books.”  For every $1 that is donated, Scholastic will donate a book to one of its three charities.  We have recognition sheets that can have the donor’s name on it.

5. October clean up day (Oct. 15  9am – 12pm) Ms. Scoby stated that Ms. Armstrong can get new railroad ties for the playground, and asked if CCA was interested in new ones.  All agreed the old ones could be replaced.

VII. New Business

1. October Fun Night – It was agreed to change the October Fun Night from October 29 to November 4 and call it Family Fun Night.  It was discussed having the movie at the Community Center if it is available.  If it isn’t available, the VFW could be used as a back-up.  We will show a movie; Cars 2.  Students may wear their pajamas and bring blankets, pillows, and beanbags to make themselves more comfortable.  The plan is to set-up from 3pm-5pm, games/food/crafts from 5pm-7pm, movie from 7pm-9pm, and clean up from 9pm-9:30pm.  Mr. Taylor stated he could get frames with leaves from Oriental Trading.  Ms. Westendorf will create a flyer to go home with the students.
