c) Cookbooks – Ms. Scoby stated there are about 200 cookbooks left and PTO should try to sell around beginning of next school year.  There were no volunteers to do this. 
d) Field Day – Discussed previously, but PTO was informed Mr. Taylor got the meat and buns donated for the cook out.  
e) Misc. – There is no school on Friday.  Ms. Godsey stated the public school is having a carnival the last day of school and the cost is $8 per person.  

f) Reverse Calls – People received the reverse call reminder for the parent meeting held by the Board, and it was mentioned that we should use this for PTO meeting reminders.

g) Summer Events – Ms. Scoby stated meetings will continue over the summer, and there is a letter going out to families tomorrow discussing the summer events.  Ms. Westendorf volunteered to organize CCA’s participation in the Byer’s 4th of July Parade.
