I. Call to order

VII. Old Business
a) Byers 4th of July Parade – Ms. Westendorf  reported that our “patriotic school house” themed float was awarded 2nd place in the floats division.  Mrs. Wailes and seven CCA families participated in the event .
VIII. New Business
a) Strasburg Parade “Hometown Spirit” Saturday August 13th – It was discussed to possibly have a school house cutout to put on the float in addition to a western/agricultural theme.  The school will not have a booth at any of the Hometown Days festivities due to school starting the following week.  
b) Bennett Days Festival September 9-11th – Ms. Scoby informed those present that the school will have a booth at the Festival and that CCA will be included in all advertising materials for the event.
c) Summer Movie Night – Ms. Scoby spoke with Norma Jean at the district regarding the use of the east side of the High School for the proposed movie night August 5th.  They require a license for the showing of movies which could be acquired in 2 different ways.  If we were to show the movie outdoors with no admission fee it would cost $250-350 plus shipping and tax per movie.  If we were to charge for admission it would still cost $250-350.  If the movie were shown indoors it would $75/movie.  The Community Center was discussed as a possible indoor venue.  The pros of the Community Center included the kitchen, bathrooms, the fact that weather wouldn’t be an issue, and that the facility is free if admission wasn’t charged.  We could also obtain yearly licenses with two options, $300/year or $540/2 years.  After discussion of the pros and cons of the licensing issue it was decided to postpone the Movie Night and possibly incorporate it with a Halloween event.
d) Back to School – It was discussed to have a tent set up with a PTO booth and to have kids available to help carry copy paper and supplies.  It was also discussed to have coffee and donuts available on the first day of school for parents.  The PTO would also like to give a better welcome to kindergarten students and new CCA families.
